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The Christian Aid 
Commissioning 
Service is at St. 
Johnôs, Cragg Vale 
on the 12th May at 
9.30am. 

This year we will be 
focussing on the Charityôs work in Sierra Leone, in particular its partnership 
with another charity ï RADA.  Together they are providing midwives for the 
country which is the most dangerous in the world to give birth.  Ten women 
die each DAY from giving birth because of poor provision of pre and post-
natal care. 

And whilst Sierra Leone struggles to provide better healthcare, the Ebola 
crisis killed 10% of its healthcare professionals and the burden of debt left 
from the loans they received to respond to the crisis is exasperating the 
countryôs problem. 

This year Christian Aid is also calling on the UK government to do something 
about Sierra Leoneôs debt crisis. As the fourth largest shareholder in the 
International Monetary Fund, the UK has huge influence.  They are  calling 
on the Chancellor of the Exchequer to ensure all Sierra Leoneôs debts on the 
loans it received for fighting the Ebola outbreak are written off and also to 
take urgent action to prevent new debt crises in developing countries and 
tackle them effectively when they arise.

It makes Easter too 

commercialised in my opinion.  Then they want me to go shopping and get 

great Easter bargains. But I donôt want or need a new bed. I am quite happy 

with the one I already have.  No, Easter is all about sunning myself in the 

garden. Thatôs the real meaning of Easter, I have my priorities right. You see 

Easter is all about me and what I want. I am sure you agree, donôt you? 

I wonder if thatôs what the High Priest, Sadducees, Elders, Pharisees and 

Romans thought when they crucified Jesus. You are not what we want, we 

are quite happy with our ways, doing things the way we want to do them. We 

donôt need an upstart telling us we need to change, that we have got it wrong, 

that we need to be saved. Cheeky beggar, does he (Jesus) not know we are 

the rulers, the elite, the people who know what life and particularly religious 

life is all about? Away with him crucify him. 

You see Jesus knew exactly what they were, who they were. And above all 

how they needed saving from themselves.

Rosieôs Ramblings from 

The Vicarage 
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Redemption: We are all sinners and, according to Jesus, slaves to sin 

(John 8.34). By ourselves we cannot escape our slavery. What we need is a 

freeman who can set us free. Jesusô death on the cross paid our sin debt.                                                    

There are two Greek words that are translated as redemption. One means to 

buy out of the slave market and the other means to pay a ransom. Jesus did 

both of these. 

Justification: The best definition I have seen of this word is, `Just as if it 

had never happened.ô Before the fall, Adam and Eve lived sinless lives, with 

full communion with God. When Jesus died on the cross, He took all our 

sinfulness on himself. When we accept Jesus as our Lord and Saviour, He 

gives us His righteousness. So when God the Father looks at us He sees us 

as perfect, without sin ï just like Adam and Eve before the fall. 

Propitiation & Expiation: These are two sides of the same coin. 

Propitiation means satisfying Godôs sense of justice; sins were committed, 

the penalty (death) was paid. Expiation refers to what it was that satisfied 

that sense of justice; Jesus dying in our place. 

Atonement: This is primarily an Old Testament word that means the full 

penalty for all sins, past, present and future, of the whole human race, was 

paid when Jesus died on the cross. 

Sanctification: This means to make holy, to make righteous. When we have 

Jesus as our Lord, we share in his holiness and his righteousness. To set 

the seal on this, the Holy Spirit lives inside us [Do you not know that you are 

Godôs temple and that Godôs Spirit dwells in you? 1Cor 3.16]  

Salvation: This is the name given to the whole process; repentance from 
sins, being forgiven [on the basis of Jesus dying on the cross as payment for 
our sins] and asking Him into our lives as Lord and saviour.
